KMR PRESIDENT JOHN MARKS ELECTED
MAYOR OF TALLAHASSEE

The firm of Knowles, Marks & Rondolph [KMR) truly has o
history of setfing precedence and blozing the trail for athers to
fallaw.

In February of last year, o first for the City of Tollohossee
was realized by one of KMR's shoreholders—but, the antire
KMR family is sharing in his landmark victory.

The victary, itself, wos no small feat for Marks. In fad, it wos the fruit of many maonths
of diligent lobor by him and his colleagues at the firm. But, the mast important piece of
his successiul compaign can be credited to o well-planned strotegy executed by a large
ond diverse supporter base. Morks, along with his volunteers and supporters, spent
many days canvassing door-fo-door throughout the neighborhoods in the city. What
resulted was nothing short of remarkable, as Tallohassee not only elected o new mayor,
but realized one of the largest voter turnouts in the city’s histery. When the dust cleared,
there was only one man standing—ond he walked away with almost 70 percent of the
voles cost in the elechion!

Marks had a simple, straight-forward plotform: to be honest and earnest aboutaddressing
the broad-based concerns of Tallahassee's citizans—economic development, community
relations and downtewn revitalization, just to nome o few. Many Tollohasseons are
exciled to see a fresh face in City Hall—a man with innovotive ideos te bring o bright
and prosperous future fo this “All-American City.”

There is no doubt that for those who call Tallohossee home, and for those who frequently
travel here, Marks is dedicated to moving Florida’s Copitel City to the next level, The
